Majed Tinwani - Majed grew up in a Middle Eastern country and was committed
deeply to his Muslim faith. Following his conversion to Christ he was disowned by his
family and had to leave his native country. Majed works in the media department of
Arab World Ministries, using his native language and management skills in the
production of Arabic literature and media projects.

Rev Dr Ron Elsdon became Rector of St Batholomew’s Stranmillis in April 2002.
Before ordination he worked as a geologist at University College Dublin. A Christian
since research student days, he wants to commend the Christian faith to people
tempted to write it off. He has written and lectured widely on science and faith,
Christianity and green issues, and the ethics of information technology. He hates the
thought of ‘religion’ that doesn’t work in the rest of life.

Rev. Prof. Stephen Williams - From 1980 to 1991, Stephen Williams taught
Theology in the United Theological College of the Presbyterian Church in Wales.
Following three years at a theological research institute in Oxford (1991-4), he was
appointed to his present position teaching Systematic Theology at Union Theological
College in Belfast.

Tim Magowan - Tim Magowan is the Director of Tearfund Northern Ireland and Team
Leader of Tearfund'’s Devolved Nations team. Before this, he worked for 2 years as a
probation officer and for 5 years as Christian Aid’s Youth Coordinator in Ireland . Tim is
amember of Kirkpatrick Memorial Preshyterian church, where he coordinates the
Church, Community and Change programme.

Rev Douglas Mark — Ordained in 1974 Douglas Mark has over 20 years' experience of
pastoral ministry — in situations as diverse as East Belfast, Killyleagh, North Carolina,
Alabama and Newtownabbey. Since 1996 he has been working in Ireland and abroad
with Open Doors a charity serving persecuted Christians worldwide.

REGISTRATION FEES:

ON CAMPUS

There are 300 en-suite single rooms on the University campus. The cost of bed and
breakfast for 3 nights with morning tea/coffee and a packed lunch and tea/coffee on
the 2 evenings of the Late Night Extra is £150 per person.

NEAR CAMPUS

An additional 150 single bedrooms are available in Cromore Court and Atlantic Court
opposite the University and within walking distance of the campus. They are adjacent
to the railway station serving the University. These rooms are grouped in clusters of

4 and 5 with each cluster having a kitchen/sitting area and one or 2 bathrooms with
a shower; the WC is separate. The cost for the same package as University
accommodation is £120 per person. The lower fee takes into account the lack of
ensuite facilities.

There are rooms suitable for wheel-chair users at the University, Cromore and Atlantic
Courts. Rooms at the University and Cromore Court will be allocated on a first come
first served basis and when filled then in Atlantic Court.

DAILY REGISTRATION FEE
The daily registration fee is £25 and this includes morning tea/coffee, a packed lunch
and tea/coffee on the evening of a Late Night Extra.

Andrew Masters is the Director of Youth and Family Work at Railway Street
Preshyterian Church. Andrew has a Masters degree in Entrepreneurial Leadership from
the Mosaic Leadership Centre in Los Angeles, California where he lived for two years.
Prior to that Andrew spent three years working for Youth for Christ both locally and
nationally. Andrew lives in Lisburn with his wife, Dana, and their bonsai tree, “King
Bruce”

Rev Dr John Dunlop - John Dunlop was the minister of Rosemary Presbyterian
Church in North Belfast for 26 years. Prior to that he worked with the United Church in
Jamaica for ten years. Along with Rev. Alistair Kennedy, he was the co-convener of the
1990 Coleraine Assembly, the first of the Special Assemblies. In 1992 he was elected
Moderator of the General Assembly.

Wilson and Irene McMahon - Wilson and Irene have been members of Overseas
Missionary Fellowship International since 1989 and served for 14 years as church
planters in the Philippines. They are directors for OMF in Ireland. Since returning to
Ireland in 2003 they have also made time to serve foreign nationals living in their
home town of Antrim, and to help equip churches reach out to them in friendship.
They are members of 1st Antrim Presbyterian Church.

Vivienne Morrow-Murtagh is originally from Lisburn Co. Antrim but now lives in
County Kildare with her hushand Brian and teenage sons Joshua and Nathan. She is a
therapist in private practice in Lucan Co Dublin and helped found AIDS Caring
Education and Training (ACET) in the Republic of Ireland. Since then she has worked as
a trainer educator and counsellor to both staff and clients. She worships at Lucan
Presbyterian Church.

Starting from their own attendance at a marriage enrichment event 18 years ago,
Jeremy & Heather Eves have led and developed marriage preparation and
enrichment courses for their own and many other congregations and settings. They
seek to uphold Christian marriage in a secular age whilst making their courses
relevant and accessible even to those whose church involvement is at best tenuous.
They will offer examples of some models of how marriage preparation and ministry
can be a rich resource for the development of congregational life and outreach. They
are members of Bangor West congregation.

Rev Karen Campbell - Karen Campbell is minister of First Presbyterian Church Islandmagee.
From 1994-98 she was musical director of Adelaide Road Presbyterian Church, Dublin. After
that, she spent 3 years working in Nairobi, Kenya at a Christian university teaching music as
well as travelling to different countries in Africa leading worship workshops. She has done
extensive research into the songs of the suffering people of Sudan and some of this research
was published in a chapter of 'All the world is singing: Glorifying God through the Worship
Music of the Nations'. Since 2001, her interest has been worship renewal within the PCI context.

Rev John Dickinson - John Dickinson is minister of Carnmoney church, having previously
served in Killyleagh and Seaview. Evangelism, particularly through the Alpha Course, and 24/7
Prayer have increasingly become major elements of his ministry and the life of Carnmoney.

Rev Prof Drew Gibson - As Professor of Practical Theology at Union Theological College

Drew teaches and coordinates teaching in pastoral care, missiology and homiletics. Pastorally,
he believes that fellowship embraces all of life. Missionally, he is concerned about the role that
sport plays in contemporary society. He promotes creative faithfulness to Scripture as the heart
of preaching.

Rev Dr Rodger Crooks - Born in Nigeria and converted in his late teens, Rodger Crooks is
minister of Belvoir Presbyterian Church. He is married to Joan, has three grown up children,
enjoys curries, is passionate about small churches, loves listening to Bruce Springsteen, and has
an unhealthy obsession with Manchester United.

Rev Tom Wilson — Tom Wilson is minister of Kilmakee church, Seymour Hill. Over the past ten
years as a Spiritual Director he has led numerous retreats and taught a range of courses to
enable people to practice spiritual disciplines in such a way that they receive and respond to
God's grace in their lives."
